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Attendance - Students miss many learning opportunities
& activities when absent. Please call the
office if your child is sick.

AR - (Accelerated Reader) Students are required to. take
AR tests in 2™ grade. They will be given a point
goal to reach each 9-weeks according to their
reading level. A typical picture book is worth
1/2 point with a score of 100%.

Books - Library books will be sent home each night and
‘need to be sent back to school EVERY day. We
spend time reading those books in class.
Students can bring those books home again if - -
they need to.

Breakfast — It is SO hard for kids to concentrate when
they’re hungry. Even if they say they don’t
want to eat breakfast, they will want
something scon after arriving at school.
Breakfast is served in the cafeteria until
7:50.

Communication - Put any written correspondence into your)
child’s daily folder. Remind them to put
it in the teacher’s designated spot first:
‘thing in the morning. We will have fall
and spring conferences to discuss your *
child’s progress. Feel free to make any
inquiries as they arise.

Dismissal -School ends at 2:45. All students should be
picked up by 3:00. I need to know how your
child goes home every day. Please verify
that info at open house and ALWAYS call or
send a note if the routine changes.

E-Mail - Feel free e-mail us via the Centennial
Website. Please know that we can only respond
by phone/written note in the daily folder about
child. We will respond to let you know is was
received. Please do not use your child’s name
if you send an e-mail. Make the reference “my
child” for privacy issues when using e-mail.




Emergency - Please make available to the office and
teachers all available phone numbers. Your
child should know home/cell numbers as well.
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Folders - A folder will be sent home daily. This will
include any completed papers, Memos/Flyers from
the office, spelling sheets, and a reading log.

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Grades - Letter grades are given in Reading, Spelling,
English, and Math. S, N, U are assigned in
Science, Social Studies and Penmanship.
Percentage grades on daily papers are recorded
scores. Daily papers marked with stamps,
stickers, or with a BIG “P” stand for“practice
papers”. This is work we went over together in
class.
